ALL HANDS

1. Parents:   Annual re-enrollment fee will now be $100.  This fee covers enrollment with National Headquarters, administrative costs, operating costs, and other unit expenses.  Reenrollment Checks may be sent in with your cadet and made payable to AMERICA Division.

2. If you have any uniform needs or were issued ribbons and need a new ribbon bar to fit them all, or if you need a replacement ribbon for one that is damaged, bring your current uniform item, bar or ribbon in to have it exchanged.  But you must notify INST Snell (Supply Officer) via TXT message or email before drill to let her know so she will have it for you at drill on Saturday.  Please try texting her first 804-691-9667.  Her email address is:  msnell@reynolds.edu.  There is a replacement fee for any uniform item, ribbon or bar that is lost and cannot be exchanged.  CADETS MUST WEAR RIBBONS AND NAMETAGS FOR THE INSPECTION!
3. Annual Inspection by the Regional Director is Sunday, 21 March 2010.  All cadets and adult staff are required to attend this drill. – MANDATORY DRILL – If you can’t be at drill your PARENTS must call the Executive Officer at 357-7276 or 550-9475.
4. You Must Know your 11 General Orders and the Chain of Command 
FOR RECRUITS (Cadets in Indoc Class 0903, which started in November)

1. Bring issued Sea Cadet binder, notebook paper, and pen to every drill.

2. Assignments 1-15 from the BMR should be turned in at March Drill along with your CQS, so continue to work on them consistently so you can achieve this goal.

3. Indoc Class 0903 - you will be participating in the Annual Inspection see note above.
4. Cadets in Indoc Class 1001 which started in January: You will participate in the Gun Qualifications on Saturday and you are expected to be at drill for the Annual Inspection, though you will not march, you are still apart of the unit.
FOR SEA CADETS & LEAGUE CADETS
1. Bring training binder, notebook paper, pen and your 11 General Orders Card to every drill.

2. Study your 11 General Orders and your Chain of Command.   Not knowing this information for Inspection will cost the unit points against our overall score.  UNACCEPTABLE.   Your uniform and Sea Cadet Knowledge is the one thing you can control on this inspection.  Do your part to make us #1 in the Nation.
