Notes & Important Information...    
ALL HANDS

1. Parents:   For the first time in several years, reenrollment fees need to be raised due to increasing costs.  Effective 1 January 2010, the annual reenrollment fee will be $100.  This fee covers enrollment with National Headquarters, administrative costs, operating costs, and other unit expenses.  However, for all currently enrolled cadets, prepayment of the reenrollment fee may be paid at the current fee of $75 if paid by 31 December 2009. Parents may pay now even if cadet’s ID card does not expire until later next year - 12 months of membership will be credited.   (i.e. if Cadet’s ID currently expires in May 2010, and you pay the $75 by the end December, your cadet will be enrolled through May 2011.)  Reenrollment Checks may be sent in with your cadet and made payable to AMERICA Division.
2. If you were issued ribbons and need a new ribbon bar to fit them all, or if you need a replacement ribbon for one that is damaged, bring your current bar or ribbon in to have it exchanged during Supply Call on Sunday.  There is a replacement fee for any ribbon or bar that is lost and cannot be exchanged.  
3. AMERICA Division will be participating in a Flag Dedication Service at the Mt. Vernon United Methodist Church in Toano on Sunday, 8 November 2009 at 1015.  This is an optional community service activity, and cadets who attend will get credit towards a community service ribbon.  Uniform is Service Dress Blues for Sea Cadets/Salt & Peppers for NLCC Cadets/Alternates for Recruits. This is open to all cadets, regardless of time in service.  A covered dish luncheon will immediately follow the service.  Families are welcome to attend.  Contact WO Weggen to RSVP or for more information and directions.
4. The Color Guard is looking for new members.  All cadets who have completed Indoctrination are eligible to join; no experience is necessary.  You must be willing to attend practice outside of drill weekends as needed, and be available to perform on a weekend and or evening anywhere in the Richmond area as well.  The Color Guard currently performs about 6-8 times per year at various community events.

5. All cadets, including recruits, will participate in the Physical Readiness Test.  If you are unable to test due to injury or illness, you must bring in a parent or doctors’ note excusing you from the activity.

6. The Annual Family Holiday Luncheon will be held at at the Richmond Police Academy on Sunday, 6 December 2009.  All parents, family members and friends are invited to attend.
7. Annual Inspection by the Regional Director is Sunday, 7 February 2010.  All cadets and adult staff are required to attend this drill.
FOR RECRUITS (Cadets in Indoc Class 0902, which started in September)

1. Bring issued training binder, notebook paper, and pen to every drill.

2. Assignments 1-10 from the BMR should be turned in this drill.  

3. We know you have been working hard on your CQS since you are learning the information from the handbook.  If your parents have finished signing off everything, you may turn it in this drill.  The CQS and the BMR are both due at the December drill.  Do not wait until the last minute to work on them!

FOR SEA CADETS

1. Bring training binder, notebook paper, and pen to every drill.

2. Even if you were absent for the drill weekends, you need to turn in all homework assignments from September (Summer Training Debrief) and October (Navy History assignment).  Submit them to INST MacDougall.

3. There will be a Service Dress Blue/Salt & Peppers Inspection on Sunday Morning in preparation for the Annual Inspection.  You must have your nametag, ribbons, and ID Card.
