Notes & Important Information...    
ALL HANDS/PARENTS
1. Fees will be collected for the weekend: $25 per person; maximum of $50 per family.  Checks accepted, make payable to AMERICA Division.  Cadets must also bring a minimum $10 cash to pay for Saturday lunch at the NEX, and additional cash if desired for spending money at the Air Show and at the NEX. Cadets will be responsible for their own cash.
